at the heart of the noisy

The Agora was the center of a city's public
space. It was both a meeting point and a
marketplace that facilitated transactions not
only for city residents but for the rural
population as well. The open space of the
Agora was bordered by stoas, shops for
merchants and religious buildings. The stoae
were elongated edifices with an open fagade
that provided a sheltered area for walks and
gatherings, while they occasionally housed
commercial activities. Monumental and
elaborate were the stoas found in the Agorae
of Elea, Gitana, and Dymokastro.
